Course Description: This course is designed to provide more practice and detailed explanations of the concepts of Geometry. This course examines relationships between points, lines, planes, angles, triangles, and quadrilaterals by using frequent illustrations and examples, but with less emphasis on writing direct proofs to justify these relationships. Algebraic skills are practiced and reviewed.      

Course Outcomes:  Upon successful completion of Geometry, the student will be able to use reasoning skills and think logically to solve problems and proofs, be able to describe, analyze, and recognize the underlying beauty in the structures that compose our world, and use geometric thinking to understand and solve both mathematical and applied problems using analytical and spatial reasoning skills.
